Mr. Sposaro stated that this is an application for bulk variance relief together with a “D” variance for exceeding maximum floor area ratio in order to construct an addition to an existing single family home at 10 East Main Street.

2015 Annual Report 
Chairman Brusco began by saying that in the fall of 2014 there was a case regarding an apartment on a property.  He went on to say that he discussed this with Mr. Heiney who then spoke with the Township administrator.  Mr. Heiney was told not to do anything about the policing of accessory apartments.  Mr. Sposaro stated that he could include in the 2015 Annual Report resolution some type of methodology or inventory of the apartments that currently exist.  He opined that there is no easy solution to this problem.  There was some discussion regarding this, and Mr. Sposaro further said that deed restrictions are filed with conditions and limitations that exist for their use.  He went on to say that he did not know if there is any follow-up to determine whether there is compliance with these deed restrictions.  Mr. Sposaro wished to ponder this further and speak with Mr. Heiney in order to come up with some concrete suggestions.
Mr. Sposaro stated that he has not received an answer to anything he included in annual reports since he began preparing the resolutions.  It was suggested by Mr. Sposaro that Chairman Brusco attend the meeting of the governing body and speak on behalf of the Board and express their collective frustration.  Chairman Brusco said he would do this after the 2015 Annual Report is submitted.  

Chairman Brusco entertained a motion to table the 2015 Annual Report until the next meeting.  Mr. Moran made a motion, and it was seconded by Mr. Preston.  All agreed.
