CALL TO ORDER:

The Board of Health meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm by Mr. West.

NEW BUSINESS:

BLOCK 127, LOT 26 – 5 Woodlawn Terrace
APPLICANT:   Robert Betzler
APPLICATION:  Septic Alteration requiring a waiver

PRESENT: Careage Engineering
Jeffrey Careage introduced himself as Engineer on the project.  We are here for a variance to distance the property line for a septic disposal bed.  We have a septic in the rear yard; a well in the front yard, the neighboring house has a well in the front yard also.  In order to keep 25 feet from our front property line and 100 ft. from the neighbor’s well; we are forced to go 16.2 ft to the property line on the left side.  The rear yard has a very steep slope and a tremendous amount of trees that would have to be cut down.  So we felt that the best place for the septic would be in the front yard.  
Jeffrey Careage reviews Maser’s and Bernards Township Health Department comment letters with the Board.  

Masers Consulting Review review letter:
1. Statement that the neighbor should be notified.

2. Soil erosion notes and silt fence will be added to plan.

3. The existing variance from the well to the property line will be added to the plan.

4. Statement, no action needed.

5. Architectural plan was not added since there is no change to the existing dwelling.

6. Statement, no action required.

7. A sleeve detail will be added to the plan for the section of pipe that will be replaced under the driveway.

Bernards Township Review letter:

1. Waiver was requested by the Board.
2. A sleeve will be added to the plan for pipe under driveway.

3. Date typo will be revised.
Mr. West opens meeting to the public.

Neighbor was at meeting; however, she was not able to be heard without a mike.  

She doesn’t understand why the system has to be so close to her property.

Mr. Careage explains the setbacks to her and the removal of a lot of trees if they were to consider the rear yard.

Mr. Weber states for the record, because it isn’t really practical to put a septic on the right hand side of the driveway it seems to me that while there is a technical impairment the impact to the neighboring property is not very great.  

Mr. West askes the neighbor if she understands what is happening here tonight and she replies yes I do.  
The Board having no further comments Mr. West moves to approve this application and Mr. Weber seconded.

BLOCK 107, LOT 49 – 2 Pine Hollow Rd.
APPLICANT:  Felicity Wilmerding
APPLICATION:  Septic Expansion

PRESENT:  Greg Yannaccone P.E.
Greg Yannaccone states this application is on the corner of Pine Hollow Road and Roxiticus Road.  The owner wants to update the existing house and reconstruct what is there now.  We are basically working in the same footprint as to what is there.  And part of that effort is to get an updated septic system in place.  Soil testing was done but the septic system is uphill and the house is downhill and there are wetlands on the downhill side of the septic system we have to pump to get to the disposal field.  We are looking to do new construction and design this house for 3 bedrooms, the client plans on using it as a 2 bedroom. 
Maser review comments:
1. Disposal bed statement, no action needed.

2. Soil erosion statement, no action needed.

3. Chris mentions a proposed well; it is actually an existing well.

4. System design information, no action needed.

5. Architectural plans are submitted, no action needed.

6. Soil test results acceptable.

7. Force main piping diameter is a typo and we will address that.

Bernards Township comments:

1. General Permit 2 has been issued and it was given to Bernards Township health department.
2. Physical address is 2 Pine Hollow Rd. and I will change that on the forms.
3. System does comply with NJAC 7:9A.

4. Pump tank is 1,000 gallon tank and we will reconcile that on page 17.

5. Reserve capacity will also be changed to 500 gallons.

6. Reserve area meets both 7:9A and Mendham Twp. requirements.

7. Architectural drawings have been submitted to Chris Korshalla.

There are 2 comments on the well:

1. Existing well will be used for potable water and meets the setbacks.

2. Well water must be tested for state and Mendham Twp. standards.

Ms. Wilmerding comments that the house is 2 bedrooms and the other room is my office.  I do not want to be taxed for a 3 bedroom house.  Greg Yannaccone replies that the board engineer wanted the system designed as a 3 bedroom.  Ms. Wilmerding understands the 3 bedroom design of a septic but the house itself is only a 2 bedroom home.  Greg says he is showing it a 2 bedroom with future 1 bedroom space.  
There is discussion between applicant and board as to how the house is assessed for taxes.
Mr. West moves to approve the application as per the stipulation with Bernard’s Township and Chris Korshalla letters.  Mr. Weber seconded.
