BLOCK 130, LOT 8.01- 3 Buddy Lane
APPLICANT:   AMPM Construction, LLC
APPLICATION:  Septic system, & Well Permit Application, New construction.

PRESENT: Fred Meola Engineering.

Fred Meola introduces himself as Engineer on the project.  Mr. West states that the comments from Maser Engineering and Bernards Township Board of Health are quite lengthy.  

Mr. Meola stated that he agrees to make all the changes.  He also had a discussion with Joel during the day about the issue with the well needing to be 20 feet from the house; 
he stated that he can accomplish that by moving the well parallel to the property line so we will accomplish the 20 ft distance from the house, the reserve area gets moved to the south of the rear of the property 5 feet.  
Starting with Bernards Township’s comments:

1. Elevations will be provided for the soil logs.

2. A new General Design form will be provided.

3. I will re-submit soil permeability and sample depth forms.

4. A note showing the bottom of excavation as 87.5. 

5. Soil log boundaries will be adjusted to no further than 15 ft.

6. Slope of disposal field will be provided.

7. The notes for the force main line will be added to plan.

8. The manifold size is 3”.

9. We will supply the pump curve with the application.

10. The well we already discussed, I will modify the reserve area.  We are going to increase the casing from 50 to 75 ft. 

Maser Engineers comments:

Mr. Meola states that on Masers report most of the comments are the same as Bernards Township and everything has been addressed.  

The Board having no comments Mr. West moves to approve this application and Dr. Watson seconded.

BLOCK 127, LOT 116 – 24 Old Orchard Rd.

APPLICANT:  Daniel Anderson

APPLICATION:  Septic Expansion

PRESENT:  Steve Parker, Parker Engineering, 

Steve Parker explains the application is an alteration as the result of a home sale; technically it is an expansion as well.  At some point in time there was an expansion to the existing home that did not include an expansion of the septic system.  My client is the current owner of the house.  He knew there was a bad septic system at the time of purchase through the inspection of the septic and there was money set aside in escrow.  There is no expansion proposed for the house we just want to put in a new septic.  Now it is a four bedroom house and also an existing 2 bedroom cottage on the property as well.  There are no reports in the Board of Health files as to any system that was done for the cottage.  The original septic system was installed in 1974 when the original house was built and that is what we are replacing.  We will also be putting in a new disposal field to accept the waste from both the house and the cottage.  After we investigate what type of system the cottage has, it will be properly abandoned.  

There’s a letter from Bernards Township Health Department dated March 15, 2016 and there is 4 comments in that letter,

1. A reserve area has been designated on the plan that meets Mendham Township and State requirements.

2. All trees within 10 ft. shall be removed; there are no trees in the area, it’s all lawn.

3. We have a not on the plan that the septic system for the cottage is unknown and must be investigated and properly abandoned; there are no records on the cottage and we will investigate and properly abandoned.  
4. Cleanouts are required every 50 ft.  We have a note on the plan stating that.

Mr. West askes about Masers comment on how water supply is getting to the cottage, Mr. Parker states that he does not know.  Mr. Parker says he is assuming it’s tied into the house.  Mr. West states that the worry is that there is an unknown well.  Mr. Parker says he will find out how the cottage is being supplied.  
Mr. West suggests that the board approve this application with the understanding that Parker Engineering investigates that there are no other wells on the property serving the cottage, and notes on the tank filter, Dr. Watson seconded.  There being no further discussion;

BLOCK 116, LOT 65 – 81 IRONIA RD.
APPLICANT:  Frank Cicarone

APPLICATION: Septic expansion
PRESENT:  Robin Sellitto, Careaga Engineering, Inc.

Robin Sellitto is here from Careaga Engineering, our client just recently purchased the house and they would like to expand from a 4 to a 5 bedroom house.  There are no architectural plans at this time; they are a young family who plans on expanding their family, they do need to upgrade the septic so at this point they would like to expand to a 5 bedroom home.  To meet all new construction standards we show a reserve area because it is an expansion and our revised plans show a reserve area with soil log 3 on it.  We meet all setbacks to the well, the well is in the front yard and the septic and reserve is in the back yard.  The existing system, the disposal bed will be abandoned in place.  They have an existing 1000 gallon tank that will be replaced with a 1250 tank for a 5 bedroom home.  
The first review letter is from Maser Consulting:

1. The disposal bed is in accordance with property line setbacks.

2. Soil measure erosions are indicated on our plan.

3. The existing well will be used for water supply.

4. System design flow is 800 gals for a 5 bedroom, the reserve area is shown.

5. Architectural plans were not submitted, as I stated they do not have plans at this time, but I did add an expansion note on the plans just so they know in the future when they expand from a 4 to 5 bedroom it will have to meet all setbacks for the disposal bed and that it would have to get reviewed by the Health Department.  

6. Soil loam is acceptable.

Bernards Township Health Department:

1. The reserve area is shown on the plan and meets both Mendham twp. and State requirements.

2. Two separate materials are shown on plan for suitable fill, we always give the contractors the option of two different materials.  

Mrs. Reale asks what is the burial area on the plans.  Robin replies, it’s the existing disposal area that’s going to be abandoned and anything that’s on site will get buried there so we don’t have to truck off materials.
There being no further questions Mr. West moves to approve the application and Dr. Watson seconded.
