NEW BUSINESS:

BLOCK 117, LOT 22 – 10 Horizon Drive
APPLICANT:   Michael Kosup
APPLICATION:  New construction, septic for 2 bedroom pool house.

PRESENT: Parker Engineering
Steve Parker introduced himself and states that the application tonight is for an extension to the existing home on the property.  There is an existing functioning septic system that is proposed to remain as is.  What they are doing is constructing an addition to the home that will be a separate unit.   It is going to be used primarily for the in-laws when they come to visit, although the addition is connected to the home so it’s not a separate dwelling unit in that regards, but it does have its own bathroom, kitchen, bedroom and a living and eating area.  So rather than touch the existing septic system we will add a new septic system for the addition that will accommodate the flow from a 2 bedroom home.  So we are proposing a new septic system, new reserve area in the back yard, gravity flow system.  
Steve Parker addresses the comment letter from Bernards Health Department:
1. The reserve area meets Mendham Twp. requirements.

2. All trees within 10 ft. of disposal field shall and will be moved.

3. We will add the public water line to the plans.

4. The note on the plan refers to changing the existing grade for the system is in accordance with state requirements, what we are doing  is changing the grade to put disposal fields rather than disposal trenches. 

Chris Korshalls comments:

1. The disposal bed is in accordance with the property line requirements, reserve area is shown.
2. Soil erosion control measures are included on the plan.

3. The property has city water.

4. The system design flow is 350 gal/day, which is minimum flow for structure.

5. Architectural plans were just received last week so I will submit them to the board and Health department and engineer also.

6. Soil results are acceptable. 

Mr. Weber questions that at the beginning of your remarks you said a one bedroom pool house but it’s being described as two bedrooms.  Mr. Parker replies that the plans have one bedroom on them, but we are looking at this as if it is a separate dwelling unit although its connected to the house we are treating it from a septic system standpoint as if it’s a separate dwelling unit and therefore the minimum flow rate even for a one or two bedroom house or addition is still the same 350 gallons per day.   Right now the architectural plans show it as a one bedroom.   Mr. Weber replies, shouldn’t our records request that it is a one bedroom pool house.  Mr. Parker replies, yes we will do that.  Mr. Weber continues, if the porch didn’t separate the two dwellings, would you be able to have two separate septics on the same dwelling.  Mr. Parker replies, yes you can.   Mr. West says it is important to be consistent, if you’re looking for an expansion that is going to have one bedroom in it than you should say that everywhere on the plans.  
Mr. Parker askes, does it matter if we request a two bedroom, the septic is adequate for 2 bedrooms.  Mr. Mills says the applicant is better having the approval for the higher number of bedrooms so you should modify the plans to reflect two bedrooms.  There being no other questions from the board, Mr. West moves to approve the application with a note on plans for trees within 10 ft of disposal field to be removed, show public water line on plan and contingent on approval of the plans submitted to Chris Korshalla and you are going to make it consistent to a two bedroom house.

BLOCK 144, LOT 40 – 18 Kennaday Road
APPLICANT:  Jeff Heller
APPLICATION:  Septic System New Construction
PRESENT:  Greg Yannaccone, Yannaccone, Villa & Aldrich
Greg Yannaccone introduces himself and explains that the applicant is looking to build a new four bedroom dwelling.  The soil tests were done in 2014, did wet season testing in 2015 and we found very good sandy soil in the area where the proposed disposal system is going.  We have a separate reserve area, good sandy soil there as well.  We have a gravity system set up and I will go over the review letter from Tricia.
Bernards Twp. Board of Health comments:
Septic System

1. The proposed plan meets all state and Mendham Twp. requirements.

2. The reserve area on the plan meets all required distances.

3. There is a note on the plan stating the existing septic system will be properly abandoned.

Well System

1. The well location meets the Mendham Twp. ordinance of 75 feet setback.

2. The new well must be tested and submitted to Health Department, and of course that will be done.

3. We have notes on the plan stating the existing well will be properly abandoned and witnessed by the Health Department.

Maser’s comments:

1. The disposal bed is in accordance with property line setback requirements and reserve area is shown.
2. Soil erosion control measures are illustrated and noted on the plans.

3. Proposed well location is acceptable.

4. System design information is on the plan. Flow is 650 gal/day for a 4 bedroom house.

5. Architectural plans were submitted for review.
6. Soil results of K2-4 are acceptable.

Having no further comments, Mr. West moves to approve the application and Dr. Watson seconded.
