BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR UPGRADES TO THE MENDHAM SEWER  EAST  TREATMENT PLANT IN AND BY THE TOWNSHIP OF MENDHAM, IN THE COUNTY OF  MORRIS, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING $2,500,000 THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $2,500,000 BONDS  OR NOTES OF THE TOWNSHIP TO FINANCE THE COST THEREOF.
This ordinance was introduced at the May 9, 2016 Township Committee meeting.
Mayor Cioppettini read the ordinance by title and called for a motion. Mr. Tolley moved. Mrs. Thomas seconded.  He then opened it up for discussion. 
Warren Gisser, 39 West Main Street, wanted to clarify how the Bond would be paid for.
Ms. Bonanno explained that 75% of the cost would be from a low interest loan and the remaining would go out for a market rate.
Mrs. Thomas asked if the users know they will be responsible for the fees, to which Ms. Bonanno stated they would.
The Mayor explained there were five people on the Sewer East Committee and Mr. Paleo, an engineer who volunteered his time feels they have a good handle on the cost of the sewer replacement.

DISCUSSION
BANS – It is necessary to announce the Township Committee has a Certificate of determination and award when we have a Bond Anticipation Note (BANS)
ASCAP contract – The Mayor asked Ms. Bonanno to talk to Mendham TV to determine if they need the use of music for their station to determine if it should be cancelled.
Brookside Beach – It was determined the beach opening should be postponed until June 18th, due to low membership.  The Mayor asked the Recreation Commission to attend the June 13th meeting to give a presentation regarding the finances and feasibility of opening.

REPORT
Administrator – Ms. Bonanno gave an update on what was being done in Town Hall; requisition system for the finance department, working towards getting our H2Loan approved, sidewalk repaired and the sewer and water lines fixed.
Schools – Mrs. Thomas stated there was nothing to report, but they would be meeting with the Board of Ed and the Mayor said he planned to have it on the July agenda.
Finance – The Mayor stated this meeting would be the last meeting where he would give a financial report comparing figures to the budget.  He stated the rents are up, Municipal Court fines are down, UCC (uniform construction code) is way down, which means construction is down, snow expenses were down.  In addition to these expenses, electric, gasoline, are down while our bond principal and interest is up.  To date, the Mayor said we are ahead of budget.



HEARING PERSONS PRESENT
Patricia Zimmerman, 3 West Main Street, inquired about home values in Mendham and were the lower values typical of surrounding towns. 
Peter Dumovic, 3 Shelton Road, applauded Mrs. Thomas' recommendation to hold a joint meeting of Mendham Township Committee and Mendham Township K-8 School Board of Education to discuss the Regional High School District de-regionalization study completed in 2015.  He suggested every effort should be made by both the governing body and the Board of Ed to make an expeditious decision as soon as possible after the joint meeting.
Mayor Cioppettini stated that it was ultimately up to the Committee to make a decision on the Pitney property, but he did want to give the residents a chance to weigh in at the June 13th meeting.  He also wanted a decision to be made regarding the schools.
Nick Monahan, 29 West Main Street, inquired about the school plan and was told we will have it on the July agenda
Mr. Tolley feels the Committee needs to have more information to move forward.
Warren Gisser, 39 West Main Street, feels the mechanics need to be understood and agrees with the Mayor, saying, someone has to go first and start the process. 
The Mayor explained he has a resolution ready to go to start the process by going forward with one of the options.  It is necessary for all the towns involved, the Board of Ed and the State to agree.
