Mayor Cioppettini called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. in Township Hall, Brookside, New Jersey.

Mayor Cioppettini led all in the Pledge of Allegiance and read the following statement:

Adequate notice of this meeting of the Township Committee of the Township of Mendham was given as required by the Open Public Meetings Act as follows:  Notice was given to the Star Ledger, Observer Tribune and the Daily Record on February 14, 2011; Notice was posted on the Bulletin Board in the Township Offices and Notice was filed with the Township Clerk on February 14, 2011.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Mayor Cioppettini called for a motion to approve the Regular Session Minutes of April 11, 2011. Mr. Merkt so moved. Mrs. Thomas seconded. Mayor Cioppettini abstained from the vote. All remaining members voted to approve.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

Mayor Cioppettini apologized for announcing at an earlier meeting that a neighboring community would provide the DARE program. He said he misspoke and there is no such commitment. He announced that the Township Police Department would continue the DARE program in K-8.

Mayor Cioppettini announced that school board elections will be held on April 27. He urged all residents to vote. 
Mayor Cioppettini said that tonight’s meeting provided challenges due to the school board election tomorrow and the necessity for the Clerk to be available early in the morning until late in the evening. In addition, the Committee wants to assure that all residents who have comments or questions on the budget will have ample opportunity to be heard and have questions answered. Accordingly, and in order to move the meeting forward, he made the decision to dispense with the first Hearing Persons Present and asked for the indulgence of those present in this matter.
QUARTERLY REPORT


CFO Timothy Day presented the first quarterly financial report for 2011. Mr. Day said finances are running as expected. Expenditures and tax collection are in accordance with 2010 – there have been no dramatic changes. Revenue is anticipated to come in at budget or higher. Mr. Day noted there are a few items that must be monitored, such as gasoline and diesel fuel prices, snow removal costs and computer support.

Mrs. Thomas noted that through OEM the Township has received reimbursements for storm costs. The Township was just notified it would receive approximately $20,000 more. She asked if it had been received and how much it would help towards expenses. Mr. Day said it had been received and it will help considerably. Mrs. Thomas asked further if money was received for 2011 storms. Mr. Mountain replied that there was nothing for which the Township was eligible. 
OLD BUSINESS

Mayor Cioppettini turned the meeting over to Finance Chair Sam Tolley.

Mr. Tolley said that in light of the times the Finance Committee endeavored to have a 0% increase budget which has been achieved. In addition they tried to reduce the amount of bonding, and will now use a down payment of at least 10% opposed to the previous 5%.  Any item under $15,000 will be expensed rather than bonded for. Basic operating budget matches expenses. A long range plan for the future will be worked on next. 

Mr. Tolley said the Committee is looking forward to comments, questions and concerns from the public on the budget. He asked for respect from the public when speaking. He turned the presentation over to Mr. Mountain and Mr. Day.
Mr. Mountain gave a short presentation on the budget. He noted that the Township’s Auditor, Kathy Mantell, was present in the event that the Township Committee or any one from the public had questions for her. The presentation is appended to the official minutes. 

Mr. Tolley added that Mr. Krieg mentioned that some non-union employees are due a salary increase by law. He said this is being studied and the issue will be addressed and finalized in the summer.

Mr. Krieg moved to open the Public Hearing on the budget. Mr. Merkt seconded. All presented voted in favor.

Brian Phelan, Woodland Road

Mr. Phelan read a prepared statement commenting on the budget process. He noted that for the first time ever an appointed citizens group invited by the Mayor was part of the budget process. These citizen members championed the decision to freeze salaries of non-union employees. He said that only Mr. Krieg recognizes the value and contribution of these employees. Mr. Phelan noted that this is a mandatory second reading of the budget but will not be surprised if comments from the public will have no bearing on the vote for approving the budget. He believes it is a mistake to withhold raises from these employees. The increase in health care costs has been cited as one of the main arguments for this decision but all union employees will get a raise as well as health benefits. He said there is a lack of knowledge on the part of the elected officials and citizens on the budget committee that approximately 50% of non-union employees are part time and do not receive health benefits, making that argument invalid. He said again that non-union employees should be given a raise and he questioned why some non-union employees will get a raise. Mr. Phelan cited statistics on household income in the Township and said that he believes most taxpayers value these employees and would support a raise. He asked that the Committee reconsider its position. He suggested memorializing such a decision by adopting a resolution earmarking funding with funds from regenerated surplus from the 2010 budget cycle, payable in December, and raises would be retroactive to January 1. He asked the Mayor to poll the Committee on support of such a resolution. Mayor Cioppettini declined to poll the Committee. He said the Committee will take Mr. Phelan’s comments into consideration. 
Mr. Phelan asked Mayor Cioppettini if he formally recused himself on approval of the Library budget due to his wife serving on the Library Board of Trustees. Mayor Cioppettini said he believes there was no vote. Mr. Mills tried to clarify whether this vote was on the budget at introduction and Mr. Phelan said yes. Mr. Cioppettini said he did vote for the budget.
Denis Deegan, 12 Summit Road

Mr. Deegan noted that there was a vote by the Finance Committee on different aspects of the budget. Mayor Cioppettini was not a member of the Finance Committee and was not involved in the process. He noted that if everyone on the Committee has a relationship with someone serving on a board there would be few people left to vote. Mr. Tolley noted that the Committee tried to be careful about conflicts of interest but the Township Committee has to vote on the overall budget. He said that the Mayor did not play a large role in the reversal of the Library’s reduced budget from last year. As liaison to the Library this reversal made sense to him. He said that he is prohibited by law from being involved with discussion on the fire services since he is a member and he was very careful to be absent on those parts of the discussion. He also said he feels it is appropriate for him to vote on the budget overall. Mr. Mills agreed that this is an appropriate approach to take.
Phyllis Florek, 7 Prudence Lane
Ms. Florek thanked TAG for recording the budget meetings for Mendham TV. She also congratulated the Committee for the 0% increase and noted that in the past ten years there was an increase in only four of those years. She expressed concerns that there is no flexibility on anticipated expenses, particularly with a possible request from CBS for a study and/or referendum on the election ballot. She said she understands why the 2% unused budget cap ordinance was passed but expressed further concerns that if there is not a revenue side, or significant shared services agreement, that allows the Township Committee to potentially come in with a 4% increase next year.
Noreen Staples, 10 Woodland Road

Mrs. Staples said she wishes people would recuse themselves as she has mentioned before and spoke of NJ Assembly Bill A-163 introduced in 2008 by Amy Handlin of Monmouth County and Richard Merkt of Morris County. This is a comprehensive anti-nepotism ac t. She asked Mr. Merkt to spearhead the effort to have liaisons recuse themselves if a family member serves on their committee. When asked for an example, Mrs. Staples spoke of Mendham TV. Mrs. Thomas said he is a non-voting member. Mrs. Staples cited the Recreation Commission. Mrs. Thomas said there is no monetary compensation and she discussed this with Mr. Mills. It has been determined there is no conflict of interest. Mayor Cioppettini said he sees no conflict of interest.

Michael Merritt, Mountainside Road

Mr. Merritt asked for clarification on whether the non-replacement of a police officer constitutes a decision to change staffing levels and whether as part of this budget that is a permanent change in the police department. Mayor Cioppettini said two less in the department is what the budget calls for. Mr. Merritt asked if that is a permanent reduction for 2011. Mayor Cioppettini said yes. Mr. Merritt said he would welcome a discussion so the public can understand the implications of that reduction. There has been a question of whether the Police Chief’s presentation took the loss of those positions into consideration. Mr. Tolley said that is a good question but it is a divergence from the budget discussion and this is not the time for that discussion. The budget does not recognize the replacement of an officer but it does not mean it might not happen. He said he leaves this to the Police Committee to get back to him, especially since the Town is in the middle of police negotiations.

Nick Monaghan, 20 West Main Street

Mr. Monaghan had questioned why health insurance reimbursements went to $0. Mr. Day explained that the State changed what is considered a revenue item. Everyone is still contributing. Mr. Monaghan asked if the change in the open space tax would result in some of the revenue being applied to the general fund. Mayor Cioppettini said the open space tax was lowered and the municipal government tax was raised. Open space money is not being used to fund general obligations. Mr. Monaghan said the public safety services budget appears to have been reduced about $180,000. Mr. Tolley said fire and first aid has actually gone up this year but some of the money has been moved to capital making it appear to be a reduction. Mr. Monaghan said his concern is that for the Library to get $20,000 when everyone else is cut seems to be a stretch. Mayor Cioppettini said Recreation was also increased. Mr. Monaghan had further questions on the cuts in the police department and said in looking at the overall numbers he wants to make sure the right thing is being done when looking at money going to other departments. Mr. Tolley said a process to look at long range capital planning will be started. 
Russ McCabe, 16 Carriage Hill Drive

Mr. Mc Cabe said he is part of the Finance Committee and has been supporting these activities over the last four years. He was originally invited to review financial information from Phyllis. He said he believes he contributed something valuable as did the other resident members. He was not brought in by the Mayor and does not support any particular member in all of their endeavors. It was a difficult budget with compromises made. Going forward it will be a better product if more people come forward to offer suggestions. He agrees that next year’s challenges are harder than this year. Employee costs are not just salary – it is salary plus health, dental, tax, pension, etc. That number is significant. The Township has to find a way to be efficient with less people and deliver better services.

Michael Merritt, Mountainside Road

Mr. Merritt asked about the reduction of $113,000 in Committee health care costs when the costs last year were budgeted at $65,000 and actually closer to $45,000. Mr. Day said that with the ability of all five Township Committee members to take insurance that is a projection on what the costs would have been to the Township.
Denis Deegan, 12 Summit Road

Mr. Deegan thanked Mr. Mountain and Mr. Day for all the work done on the budget process. He noted that this year the budget was looked at through a private sector lens. This represented changes and created a lot of extra work for them.

Brian Phelan, Woodland Road

Mr. Phelan asked if the Committee would be giving raises to three non-union employees. He requested that the Committee review his statement and to make a decision on whether there is a need for change. Mayor Cioppettini said the Committee will remain flexible and remain open to ideas and suggestions. Mr. Phelan said there is a discrepancy in the policy of non-union employees and that should be researched and considered.
Mr. Tolley thanked the public for all their comments.

Mayor Cioppettini called for a resolution to adopt Resolution 2011-85 ADOPTION OF THE 2011 MUNICIPAL BUDGET. Mr. Tolley so moved. Mrs. Thomas seconded. Mayor Cioppettini asked the Township Committee members for comments.

Mr. Merkt said he came in during the middle of this process but he was impressed by the concern and sincerity expressed by volunteers, Mr. Mountain’s work and Mr. Day’s work. He said the Township has limited resources and difficult decisions had to be made. Everyone has something in the budget that they wish was different. However, budgets are consensus documents. This was a good process and compromises were necessary. The budget document speaks of today. Things may happen during the year that may result in reconsideration of issues. He said he appreciated hearing from people on issue and he has tried to incorporate these comments into his thinking. He thanked everyone for their participation. 

Mrs. Thomas commented that this has been a different budget process. She praised Mr. Mountain and Mr. Day for their knowledge and responsiveness. She said this is a good budget; it does not give the Township everything wanted or needed; next year will be more difficult.  She thanked everyone for their involvement.

Mr. Krieg said this has been a hard struggle and the Committee worked difficult hours. Many meetings were scheduled when he worked and he was sorry for that. He said he is disturbed that funds could not be found to give non-union employees a 2% increase. He was also unhappy with the shifting of the open space funds noting that approximately $300,000 will not be available to pay down debt because it will be used to cover day to day expenses. He said that it is foolish. There may be another opportunity in the area of open space. By cutting this revenue it will preclude the Township from moving in that area. As to the rest of the budget he said a good job was done and took a lot of hard work. 
Mr. Tolley thanked everyone for their demeanor and the interaction was positive. He disagreed with Mr. Krieg on the shifting of funds saying the Town needs to be flexible. There were few good choices and that was one of the better things to do. The Committee needs to think about the basic operational needs of the community; each group has to re-think priorities. 

Mayor Cioppettini thanked Mr. Day and Mr. Mountain, everyone that worked on the budget, boards and committee members and members of the public. He said he believes it is a good budget and there is no increase. It is time to move on and help one another. He said hopefully next year the Town will be in a better position to lower taxes.

Mayor Cioppettini read Ordinance 2-2011  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS OF THE TOWNSHIP OF MENDHAM, IN THE COUNTY OF MORRIS, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING THE AGGREGATE AMOUNT OF $448,900 THEREFOR, INCLUDING $70,617.51 EXPECTED TO BE RECEIVED AS A CLEAN ENERGY GRANT AND $104,282.49 AVAILABLE AS CAPITAL SURPLUS, AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $246,600 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE TOWNSHIP TO FINANCE PART OF THE COST THEREOF by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mayor Cioppettini read Ordinance 3-2011 AMENDING ORDINANCE 2-2010 ESTABLISHING BEACH AND RECREATION ACTIVITY FEES by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Tolley so moved. Mrs. Thomas seconded. The public hearing was opened and no one from the public wished to be heard. There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members voted in favor.  This ordinance is appended to the official minutes.

NEW BUSINESS

Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-86 EXPRESSING VIGOROUS OPPOSITION TO ANY PROPOSED LEGISLATION THE PURPOSE OF WHICH IS TO EXEMPT FROM PUBLIC VOTE ANY SCHOOL BOARD BUDGETS WHICH ARE BELOW THE “CAP” by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Krieg so moved. Mr. Merkt seconded. There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members voted in favor. This resolution is appended to the official minutes. 
Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-87 AUTHORIZING PAYMENT OF BILLS by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Merkt so moved. Mrs. Thomas seconded. There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members voted in favor.  This resolution is appended to the official minutes.

Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-88 AUTHORIZING SUBMISSION OF RECYCLING TONNAGE GRANT APPLICATION TO THE NEW JERSEY DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Krieg so moved. Mr. Tolley seconded.  There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members voted in favor. This resolution is appended to the official minutes.

Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-89 ADOPTING THE STATE AND FEDERAL EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Merkt so moved. Mrs. Thomas seconded. Mr. Mountain explained that the Morris County OEM in conjunction with the State has developed a Hazard Mitigation Plan. Each community in Morris County has areas of concern that may be at risk to natural hazards or in need of some form of mitigation to prevent damage from future natural disasters.  The Township participated in this process and provided a listing of areas that are part of the plan. By participating this puts the Township in line for funding from the federal government towards this program. The plan is on file with the Clerk. Mr. Tolley suggested a presentation be made on the plan. There was no further discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members voted in favor.  This resolution is appended to the official minutes.

Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-90 AUTHORIZING REFUND OF TAX OVERPAYMENT by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Tolley so moved. Mr. Krieg seconded. There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members voted in favor.  This resolution is appended to the official minutes.

Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-91 APPROVING ISSUANCE OF SOCIAL AFFAIR PERMITS MENDHAM HIGH SCHOOL FOOTBALL BOOSTERS AND MENDHAM HIGH SCHOOL TURF FIELD FUND by title and called for a motion to adopt.  Mr. Tolley so moved. Mrs. Thomas seconded.  There was discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members voted in favor. This resolution is appended to the official minutes.
Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-92 AUTHORIZING DISCUSSION WITHOUT THE PRESENCE OF THE PUBLIC  Matters pertaining to Potential Litigation: Tax Appeal Settlements, Contracts: Police Contract Negotiations, by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Tolley so moved. Mr. Krieg seconded. There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members voted in favor.  This resolution is appended to the official minutes.

DISCUSSION

Mr. Mountain reported on two separate issues with the siren on the Municipal Building.  The first concerned sticking in the loudest range. This appears to be a problem with the button when automated at the County. If it is not hit correctly it sticks and causes the problem. Since speaking with the County it has not happened again. The second issue is the decibel level of the siren. Mr. Mountain said when the siren was rebuilt the original specs included civil preparedness notification – designed for a louder, broader application. One solution is to install a drive speed governor that would control the speed of the motor which would address the decibel level of the unit. The estimated cost is $6,000 to equip the siren with the drive speed governor. The other option is to completely replace the siren, costing approximately $15,000 - $20,000. Mr. Mountain said that he would like to be able to address this now, but given the nature of the 2011 budget this will need to be a capital item for the 2012 budget. Mr. Tolley said this is the appropriate approach and added the emergency services groups should be involved in this discussion to discover the pros and cons. Mr. Krieg suggested having the County look at the button problem to see if it can be fixed.
Mayor Cioppettini said he has updated the Committee with the to-do list. He said that now that the budget is completed he would like to move forward with some of the items that have fallen behind. He asked Mr. Mountain to review the list. Mayor Cioppettini said there are still openings on committees and if anyone is interested to please be in contact. He noted that Comcast is coming on May 24 and the Pitney Farm Committee will be coming next week. He said he would like to hold another meeting on the Ralston side of Town – a workshop/forum with a relaxed atmosphere to get input from residents. Mr. Tolley suggested planning a meeting in the summer since the meeting would have to be held in the truck bay. He asked that Mr. Mountain check with Ralston. Mayor Cioppettini said the K-8 would like to have a Township Committee meeting with students to see how their government works.
Mayor Cioppettini announced that the Township has received a matching grant of $450,000 for green acres. Mr. Mountain said the Township applied a year ago for a block grant program – advising the State that the Township had invested heavily in projects for which it could use additional state money. The majority of the money will go toward helping pay down debt on the Mosle Preserve. 
Mayor Cioppettini spoke of a resolution received from the Township of Randolph concerning the Open Public Records Act. Mr. Tolley said it appears that Randolph is trying to change the OPRA law to exempt municipalities from having to supply copies of records that appear on the town’s website.  Mr. Mills will look into the matter.
APPOINTMENTS

Mayor Cioppettini moved to appoint Leo Geary as the Deputy OEM. Mr. Krieg noted that the Township OEM is a joint committee with Mendham Borough and asked if the Borough has been or should be informed of this appointment. Mr. Tolley said this will assist the current Deputy OEM. Mr. Mountain said the joint OEM committee  is appointed on a three year basis. This is a mid-cycle replacement and it probably would be appropriate to touch base with the Borough mayor. Mayor Cioppettini will contact Mayor Henry.
Mayor Cioppettini asked for a motion to appoint Anthony Giuriceo to the Lessons Learned Committee. Mrs. Thomas so moved. Mr. Tolley seconded.  There was no discussion. All members voted in favor. 
HEARING PERSONS PRESENT 
Mayor Cioppettini opened this portion of the meeting.

Brian Phelan, Woodland Road

Mr. Phelan asked if an additional member of the Planning Board must still be appointed. Mayor Cioppettini said there is still a member to be appointed and he is discussing how to do this with the Board Attorney. 

Mr. Phelan expressed his disappointment that there was no resolution to reappoint Dave Read, Jr. Superintendent of Public Works. Mayor Cioppettini said the Township Committee is not yet prepared to do that. Mr. Phelan reviewed the history of the appointment and referred to the minutes of the December 13, 2010 meeting. Mr. Phelan pointed out that during that meeting Mr. Cioppettini objected to the promotion of Dave Read, Jr., saying that the Committee did not follow its affirmative action resolution, violated the law and subjected the Township to legal action. In February of 2011 Mr. Read’s appointment was rescinded and he was made Acting Superintendent. Subsequently the Township advertised for this position pursuant to its affirmative action resolution and received resumes for the position. Mr. Phelan noted that the conditions of the affirmative action resolution have been met and Mr. Read should be appointed Superintendent. Mr. Phelan went on to say in the March 14, 2011 minutes Mayor Cioppettini said that Township Attorney position must also be advertised in accordance with Resolution 2010-10.  Mr. Phelan said that the Township Attorney should be referred to as the Acting Township Attorney as was the case with the Public Works Superintendent. He asked when the position would be advertised and said the Township is being subjected to legal action. Mayor Cioppettini said he would take this under consideration.

Mr. Phelan asked how long TAG would ignore these critical issues. This needs to be addressed by the Township labor attorney. Until the Committee decides what it wants to do, the Attorney should be the Acting Attorney of the Township of Mendham. 
Michael Merritt, Mountainside Road

Mr. Merritt said TAG is not ignoring Mr. Phelan’s points, but has gone to great efforts to videotape and broadcast these meetings. Mr. Merritt also expressed his opinion that encouraging employees to obtain professional training is not an explicit agreement that they will be promoted or hired into other positions. It is important to encourage employees to continue training and education, but it is not an obligation on the part of the Township 
Linda Fairchild, 7 Cherry Lane

Mrs. Fairchild thanked everyone who helped the Library shredder day fund raiser a huge success. She thanked Township employees, Boy Scouts Troop 1 - Jay Corbitt, Ryan Replogle and William Andrew and his father and all those who came out to support the Library.

Tom Kelly, Summit Road
Mr. Kelly said that the public access station is no longer Mendham TV 25. It is now Mendham TV. He said that Comcast moved the station to channel 29 and stated they have the right to move it again anytime they feel it is necessary. He noted that the Township is now negotiating with Comcast for a new contract and he encouraged everyone to come to the public hearing on May 24.

Phyllis Florek, 7 Prudence Lane

Ms. Florek said that Assemblyman Michael Carroll is co-authorizing legislation on assessment appeals that will allow for percentages of the amount refunded to be taken out of all the taxing authorities. Currently, only the municipality refunds those appeals. She recommended that the Township Committee sponsor a resolution supporting this legislation.
June Cioppettini, 6 Wright Lane

Mrs. Cioppettini announced that Liz Stokes, the children’s’ Librarian is sponsoring a cyber-bullying talk with the Morris County  prosecutor on May 1, 7:00 – 8:30 pm at Brookside Community Church, for fifth graders and older.

Mrs. Cioppettini also commented on the Pitney gazebo, saying it is not yet finished. She thanked Mr. Mulcahy for the roof work and said the original weather vane is still to be repaired or replaced. A carpenter is needed to look at the bottom of the gazebo and there are volunteers to strip and repaint it. 

Nick Monaghan, 20 West Main Street

Mr. Monaghan thanked the Township Committee for its resolution in support of the people’s right to vote on school budgets. He reminded the Governing Body of his suggestion to simply not make payments to the school board. He noted that the Governor in discussing issues with potential Supreme Court decisions commented that noncompliance was an action so he would like to leave his suggestion on the table.
Peter Staples, 10 Woodland Road
Mr. Staples expressed his displeasure with the Mayor’s decision to forego the first hearing persons present in order to expedite the meeting. The public was denied the opportunity to speak before the resolutions were adopted and he believes the best governance is one that hears from the people before taking action. He applauded the to-do list and hoped it would be part of the public record.
