Mayor Cioppettini led all present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Cioppettini read the following statement:  Adequate notice of this meeting of the Township Committee of the Township of Mendham was given as required by the Open Public Meetings Act as follows:  Notice was given to the Star Ledger, Observer Tribune and the Daily Record on January 5, 2009 and August 12, 2009; Notice was posted on the Bulletin Board in the Township Offices and Notice was filed with the Township Clerk on January 5, 2009 and August 12, 2009.

OLD BUSINESS

Mayor Cioppettini called for a motion to adjourn the Public Hearing on Ordinance 18-2009 to September 14, 2009, and to authorize notice to the Daily Record.  Mr. Schrier so moved, Mr. Krieg seconded and all present voted in favor.

Mayor Cioppettini called for a motion to adopt Resolution 2009-129, AUTHORIZING PAYMENT OF BILLS.  Mr. Krieg so moved, Mr. Schrier seconded.  Upon a call of the roll Resolution 2009-129 was adopted unanimously.  This resolution is appended to the official minutes.

Upon motion of Mr. Phelan and second of Mr. Krieg, Mayor Cioppettini opened the Hearing Persons Present portion of the meeting.  
Bob Wouk, 12 Cooper Road
Mr. Wouk asked why there was no notice on the Website of the change in the meeting.  Mr. Mountain said that he believed he had posted the change but perhaps it did not go through. 
At Mr. Phelan’s request, Mr. Mountain explained that traditionally the second meeting in August is canceled due to problems with vacations and having a quorum.  Canceling a 
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meeting leaves a large gap between meetings and in order to pay bills in a timely manner, a short meeting is scheduled mainly for the purpose of bill payment. 

Dan Williams, Boundary Oak Lane

Mr. Williams said that he has enjoyed following the meetings on television and thinks it is a wonderful venture.  He asked if there will be a new Police Department building and said that in following the televised meeting it seemed that the main reason behind a new building is that the old one floods. Mayor Cioppettini said the Township would like to build one because, besides flooding, the current building does not serve its purpose.  Mr. Phelan noted that the Police Department is in an old house that is not suitable for Police business. Mr. Phelan said the Governing Body must go through the necessary process of finding the best solution.  Mr. Krieg noted that a second trailer has been placed on the property to accommodate lockers and changing room for the officers.

With no one else to be heard and motion being duly made and seconded, the Hearing Persons Present portion of the meeting was closed.

Mayor Cioppettini called for a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Schrier so moved, Mr. Krieg seconded and the meeting adjourned at 5:13 p.m. on unanimous approval.
