Mayor Cioppettini led all in the Pledge of Allegiance and read the following statement:

Adequate notice of this meeting of the Township Committee of the Township of Mendham was given as required by the Open Public Meetings Act as follows:  Notice was given to the Star Ledger, Observer Tribune and the Daily Record on February 14, 2011; Notice was posted on the Bulletin Board in the Township Offices and Notice was filed with the Township Clerk on February 14, 2011.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mayor Cioppettini called for a motion to approve the Regular Meeting minutes of September 12, 2011. Mr. Tolley so moved. Mr. Krieg seconded. There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members present voted to approve.

Mayor Cioppettini called for a motion to approve the Executive Session minutes of September 12, 2011. Mr. Krieg so moved. Mr. Tolley seconded. There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members present voted to approve.
The Special Meeting Minutes of September 21, 2011, were tabled to the meeting of October 11, 2011.
Mayor Cioppettini acknowledged Kayla Wood, a new Junior Member of Brookside Engine Company #1. Captain Peter Dwyer introduced Ms. Wood and said as the newest member, Brookside is very happy to have her.
DISCUSSION

Plan on Education the Public re: Regional High School District

Mayor Cioppettini opened discussion of the plan on education the public on the Regional High School district funding options by asking Mrs. Carlson to read a message from Committee Member Rick Merkt, who was not able to be present.

Mr. Mayor and Honorable Colleagues,

Thank you for extending me the courtesy of a moment to comment on the proposed course of action with respect to the regional high school district issue.  One of my goals over the past six months as an elected official has been to spend more time listening to resident opinions on this topic than talking about opinions of my own, because I believe it is every Township Committee member’s duty to thoughtfully consider the desires of Township residents before formulating policy or plans of action.

With respect to the Township’s future direction on the issue of the regional high school district, it seems to me wholly appropriate for the Township Committee to conduct a meeting to inform the public as to the current situation, as well as what range of options may be open to the township. This will promote open and transparent government and will be superior, in my judgment, to private meetings of mayors that deny members of the public a chance to witness the discussions or conclusions. Further, a public meeting will afford residents an opportunity to weigh in on an issue vital to the Township’s future.  It will help ensure that Township residents and Township Committee members are on the same page when it comes to choosing a future course of action relating to the regional high school district.

It is already clear to me that many Mendham Township residents are dissatisfied with what they see as an inequitable formula for funding the regional high school district.  This questions, therefore, is what action they want the Township Committee to take in response to the current situation.  I see no better way to gain an understanding of their views than to conduct an open forum that discusses all of the Township’s options and solicits their input.

I would certainly be pleased to see all the constituent communities in the regional high school district come together to craft a new funding formula that fairly addresses existing funding inequities. Given the current statutory framework imposed by the state, however, it appears to me unlikely that such a common effort - however desirable – will be successful. Accordingly, Mendham Township must look to its own interests and range of available options to consider. An open public meeting – such as the Mayor has suggested – seems to be a reasonable and rational first step in determining just how Mendham Township should approach the regional high school district funding question.

Mayor Cioppettini then made the following statement:
I believe that educationally and financially it is time for Mendham Township to investigate possible alternatives to the current structure of the West Morris Regional School District. The efforts of the Township Committee should consider a partnership with the local board of education and hopefully in concert with our similarly affected neighbors, Mendham Borough and the Chesters. Further, and in my opinion, if there are feasible options that would benefit Mendham Township I personally believe the Township Committee should work not, and I repeat, work not to dissolve the West Morris Regional School District, but we all should work in unison to get the State to authorize a referendum on the issue so that the voters in the five constituent towns can decide on how to spend their tax dollars and educate their children.  
A committee, consisting of myself, Rick Merkt, Russ McCabe and Peter Dumovic, are working to formulate and deliver an action plan for our constituents. I would like to thank them for volunteering assistance. We hope to add more members to this committee as we progress. The action plan on educating our constituents will begin with a series of public forums featuring knowledgeable and experienced professionals in the area of school funding and education, designed to fully explore feasible alternatives. The first such forum will be held from 7:30 pm to 9:30 pm, Wednesday, November 2, in the auditorium of the Mendham Township Elementary School.  I have asked TAG if they will consider filming the event for viewing on Mendham TV. Vito A. Gagliardi, Jr., a principal in the law firm of Porzio, Bromberg and Newman, will be our guest speaker. Mr. Gagliardi is considered one of New Jersey’s renowned specialists in the area of education law. His prior speaking engagements include School Law for Non-School Lawyers, School Law Forum, Governance in Education, Consolidation of NJ Public School Districts, De-Regionalization and Consolidation and Regional School District Funding Problems and Solutions. Mr. Gagliardi is a graduate of the University of Notre Dame and received his JD from Washington and Lee University, cum laude, in 1989. Mr. Gagliardi resides with his wife and two children in Mountainside, NJ.

The facilitator of this meeting will be Paul Boudreau, President of the Morris County Chamber of Commerce.  Paul was selected for his breadth of knowledge and experience as a government and corporate affairs executive, most recently, as Vice President of State and Corporate Relations for Honeywell. He has lobbied on business issues in 25 states and has expertise in state and local government relations, crisis and strategic communications and community outreach. Mr. Boudreau, while at Honeywell, served as the Executive Director of Honeywell Hometown Solutions, the company’s award-winning corporate citizenship program. In this capacity he led the creation of national partnerships with various community groups in the areas of housing and shelter, family safety and security and science and math education. These partnerships and programs have gone on to win 25 industry and marketing awards. Mr. Boudreau holds a Bachelors’ Degree from the University of New Hampshire and a Masters’ Degree in Public Administration from the University of Maine. Paul served two terms in the Maine House of Representatives. Mr. Boudreau resides with his wife in Basking Ridge and I would like to thank him for volunteering to take on this assignment.
Mayor Cioppettini asked for comments from his colleagues.

Mr. Krieg said he believes an informed public is important and this is a good idea. It is important for the public to be aware of the options and he can present them. He thanked the Mayor for setting this up.

Mr. Tolley agreed that this is an excellent idea. He commented on the unfortunate level of controversy, negative comments and harsh rhetoric. He supports an open process of information, done in an appropriate fashion that allows people to discuss the issues rationally and intelligently. He said it is critical to do this together. Attacking others makes the ability to work with them impossible. He said we have to figure out how this will be achieved in the future. He said he thinks the Township must be careful about the amount of money spent in the process. Each step has to be evaluated and something that the people want. He said he supports have the people involved; a few individuals in private meetings will not solve the problems of the school system. 

Dump Trailer Purchase
Mr. Mountain reported that the capital budget included funding for purchase of a dump trailer. A used trailer was found for purchase, but bidding laws make it difficult to find specs on the trailer wanted. The Township went out to bid for a new dump trailer but the lowest bid came in higher than the budgeted amount. The Public Works Committee agreed to ask the Township Committee to consider using monies that are available from the Clean Communities Grant; those monies are to be used for clean communities purposes and this would qualify. The other options are to re-bid for the trailer or pub it back in the capital budget for next year.

Mr. Krieg liked the idea of using the grant money, which is specific to clean communities, rather than other excess funds which could be reallocated elsewhere.  

Mr. Tolley, too, felt that it made sense to use the grant money. 

Mr. Mountain was directed to prepare this bid for formal action at the next meeting. 

Blue Diamond - One Year Contract Extension

Mr. Mountain reported that the current Blue Diamond contract expires in June of 2012. The contract does include an option for the Township to extend it for one year. If the contract is not extended the bid process must begin soon since the bidding laws for garbage hauling differ substantially from other bids. 

Mr. Krieg noted that since the Township has contracted with Blue Diamond complaints have reduced significantly. He recommended the one year extension. 

Mr. Tolley questioned if it would be at the same price. Mr. Mountain said it would. He recommended the extension and talking to others during the year.

On motion of Mr. Krieg and second of Mr. Tolley, the Township Committee by unanimous vote agreed to a one year contract extension with Blue Diamond Disposal.

Mendham TV Interlocal Agreement

Mr. Mountain spoke of the annual agreement entered into by the Township and Mendham Borough for Mendham TV. The Mendham TV Board has recommended changing the elected official that sits on the board to a liaison position, and allowing another member to take an active role on the Board. The liaison would still be involved, but the Board feels it is necessary to open up additional spots for interested residents from both communities. Both elected officials who currently sit on the Board have no objection to the change.  Mr. Krieg moved to authorize execution of this agreement. Mr. Tolley seconded. All members voted in favor. 

Mr. Tolley gave a short update on a meeting with Mendham Borough concerning shared services. He said there is an ongoing series of discussions with the Borough to share more services. There is a potential contract that will be discussed in closed and once the Borough has agreed there will be substantive discussion where this will be explained further. More information should be available at the next meeting.  
Mayor Cioppettini spoke about the agreement with the Borough to share recycling days. Mr. Tolley said the Borough has yet to approve the agreement. This will save 5% and going to single stream recycling saves 2%. There does not seem to be a downside. It is a positive change for Mendham Township – recycling changes from Monday to Thursdays and therefore eliminates many of the holiday changes that occur now due to many holidays falling on Monday. This is a step in the right direction. Mr. Mountain said it will take effect the first of the year.

Mayor Cioppettini said a lot of issues came up and there seems to be progress. To get a 5% savings helps both towns. The contract will be discussed in closed, as well as the Borough discussing at its meeting, and there should be more to report on at the next meeting.

Mayor Cioppettini reviewed the outstanding items on the “to do” list. The following items are still open on the list:

Mayor Cioppettini noted that letters were received on drainage issues. Mr. Mountain said that the Township Engineer is involved and will be meeting with the residents on Main street and will be providing a memo summarizing the other issue.
Mr. Krieg said that he had received a letter from a resident concerned about hunting and that a tree stand he saw was authorized. Mr. Krieg asked Mr. Mallon go meet with him and make sure it is legitimate.

Mayor Cioppettini said that the proposed dog ordinance has been moved to discussion since Mr. Merkt and Mrs. Thomas are not present. Mr. Tolley said he has reviewed the ordinance and has concerns. He is not a fan of passing ordinances for a singular problem. Mr. Tolley said he would like more background of a broad based problem. A single problem needs to be addressed differently.

Mr. Krieg said it is his understanding that this ordinance has not been drafted for a singular problem; over the years there have been many discussions on the number of animals allowed on properties. The idea is to preclude problems. He said he does not see where this would be onerous on most residents and he would like the input from the other Committee members and Counsel.
Mr. Mills said there is input from Mr. Heiney and that should be taken into consideration during deliberation on this. He suggested the Mayor ask residents to obtain a copy so information can be submitted from the public. Mayor Cioppettini asked Mr. Tolley to speak with Mr. Heiney on this matter.

Mr. Tolley reported on the bridges, saying they are still trying to meet with the County on the Brookside bridge. He and Mr. Mountain will also be meeting on the Schoolhouse Lane bridge. He is hoping for public hearings on this. Mr. Mountain explained that the County has been concentrating on repairing damages from the hurricane and plans for longer range projects have been set back. Mr. Tolley said they will keep the public aware of what is going on with those bridges so they can be involved. 
HEARING PERSONS PRESENT

Mayor Cioppettini opened this portion of the meeting.

Michael Merritt, Mountainside Road

Mr. Merritt spoke of the Mayor’s request for TAG to videotape the extra meetings and he reminded the Mayor that aside from volunteer services there are costs involved for processing. Those costs have been covered by donations from TAG members and while they would like to accommodate, it is unfair to ask them to bear those costs. He suggested that the Township Committee consider covering the costs to the vendor for processing services. Mayor Cioppettini said he has reached out to Mrs. Hayden and he would like to try to find donations before public funds are used. 

Mr. Merritt also said that there is funding through October, but it is getting low. Interest in having the meetings recorded is evident and if donors can be found that would be great. There is danger of the screen going dark on these meetings.

Mr. Merritt said that single stream recycling is fantastic and asked the amount of expected savings. Mr. Mountain said approximately $5,000 - $7,500 annually. Mr. Merritt said it is a great precedent and he is happy to see shared services moving ahead.

Mr. Merritt commented that the “to do” list is good. He would like to add an open discussion on police staffing. He also asked if the regionalization studies the Mayor spoke of at a previous meeting could be placed on the website. 
Mr. Merritt asked if the committee that the Mayor has formed to set up the regional school informational meetings is an official Township committee.  Mayor Cioppettini said he asked for assistance from members of the public and Township Committee to help formulate a plan. He cannot have more than one member of the Township Committee or it would constitute a quorum and be in violation of the law. Mr. Merritt pointed out that it could be held as a public meeting; there has been much criticism of the mayors getting together to have a private strategy meeting and now this committee is formed specifically to meet in private to formulate Mendham’s strategy. He asked again if this is an official committee of the Township. Mr. Mills said it is not an official committee. Mr. Merritt questioned its legal status, how the membership has been determined, whether any of the members are members of Citizens for Better Schools, how they determine the agendas for the meetings. He said he is curious about whether the public will have the opportunity to suggest agenda items and speakers.

Nick Monaghan, 20 West Main Street

Mr. Monaghan applauded setting up the public meeting. It is important that the public get any information available on the issue. He said he appreciated comments from the other Township Committee members, saying he was surprised, when reading the Observer Tribune, to see comments from Committee members. When he asked for comments from the Committee at the last meeting, he didn’t get any and he was taken aback that they would talk to Phil Garber but not the public. 
Mr. Monaghan also asked if it makes sense to appoint a representative to the other mayors’ meetings. Mayor Cioppettini said he didn’t know that he was off that committee. Mr. Monaghan said he read that the other mayors do not want him involved in it. 

Mr. Monaghan also spoke of the special meeting held the week before, saying he thought it was about a contract. He asked what the scope of that agreement is, the deliverables, timelines, etc. Mr. Monaghan also asked why there was a need for a special meeting. Mayor Cioppettini said that Mr. Merkt left to go on vacation and he wanted to present his views and ask the Committee to approve entering into a contract with Porzio, Bromberg and Newman. Mr. Monaghan questioned whether it could have been done in open. Mayor Cioppettini explained that there was an open meeting for Mr. Merkt to make his comments, then entered into closed session for discussion of the contract, then back into open to award the contract. Mr. Monaghan said he knows the meeting can be closed, but doesn’t have to be and he asked why it was closed.  Mr. Mills noted that it is sometimes best when evaluating personnel that you want to hire, it is best to do that in closed, rather than in front of the public.
Bruce Flitcroft, Tingley Road

Mr. Flitcroft commented that single stream recycling is great. He also commented that shared services with other communities is a good starting point to try to reduce costs. He applauded the Committee for starting the process.  

Mr. Flitcroft thanked the Committee for the public meeting on the school funding issue and said he believes any solution would have to involve some school district consolidation and some sort of per pupil funding method. He said there are some things that can be done that will come out in a public forum. 

With regard to the proposed dog ordinance Mr. Flitcroft noted that in a rural community, the Committee may want to exempt farm assessed properties otherwise it undermines the objective of the rural community. 

Gail Mooney, 10 Summit Road

Ms. Mooney questioned why this dog ordinance is needed if it does not apply to a lot of people. Mr. Krieg asked that the ordinance be posted on the website for people to understand it better. There are several issues and the object is to try to keep neighbors neighborly. 

With no one else to be heard this portion of the meeting was closed.
ANNOUNCEMENTS

Mayor Cioppettini made the following announcements:

· The Clambake took place on Saturday and he thanked all who volunteered. 
· The Mendham Township K-8 is holding its Trivia Bee on October 28 and they are looking for teams to participate.
OLD BUSINESS

Mayor Cioppettini spoke of a request from Mr. Rhodes in the Environmental Commission to elevate Mrs. Schmerler to a full time member replacing Tanya Sulikowski and Marisa Hartzler, Tanya’s successor at Schiff, be named to the alternate position. Mr. Tolley moved to move Susan Schmerler to the regular member position. Mr. Krieg seconded. There was no discussion and upon a voice vote all members present voted to approve. Mr. Tolley moved to appoint Marisa Hartzler to the alternate position vacated by Mrs. Scherler. Mr. Krieg seconded. There was no discussion. Upon a voice vote all members present voted to approve.

Mayor Cioppettini said that he received a response from Mr. Pechanec to the letter sent requesting documents and information, which was a follow-up to the educational summit request. He said it was his and Mr. Tolley’s understanding that the Board of Education would supply this information through the business administrator. Mayor Cioppettini read the following portion of Mr. Pechanec’s response:


“I have no problem providing this information contingent upon two criteria:

1. There is an agreement among the five mayors as to the content and the presentation of information so we cease multiple efforts and interpretations.

2. The Board directs me to spend time on this endeavor.

Mayor Cioppettini said that was basically a “no.”  Mr. Tolley said this is a reasonable request and he suggested that the Committee ask the other mayors to sign the letter.  Everyone wants the information and if the mayors of the other communities want to modify it, that would also be reasonable. He asked that it be sent to the mayors asking that they respond with anything they are not comfortable with and come to a consensus for a letter to send back to the school and the Board will direct Mr. Pechanec to do what was promised at the educational summit. 

Mr. Krieg said it is not unique for the Board of Education to do this.  He said he has requested this specific information the past two years, but in each case he never received any of the information. 

Mayor Cioppettini said they will write another letter.

NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Tolley said as part of the meeting on November 2, it is appropriate to pay for processing of the tapes of that meeting. He said it is important to have a quality recording that can be viewed on television. It is most appropriate that these costs are funded. If donations can be received, that is good, but this expense is relatively minor. Mayor Cioppettini asked Mrs. Hayden what those production costs would be if they are in a position to tape.

Pat Hayden, 8 Carroll Drive

Mrs. Hayden said she put it out to the steering committee of TAG and it is a question of personnel. The cost is approximately $200 a month to produce two DVD’s.  The cost would be approximately $100 to $125. Another consideration would be equipment failure.

Mr. Tolley said it would be appropriate to underwrite these financial costs. Mr. Krieg said he would like to see if donations could be found because there is not a line item in the budget. Mayor Cioppettini said it is on his “to do” list to do some fundraising. Mr. Krieg felt it would be appropriate to put this in the budget, but it is a non-budget expense this year. Mr. Tolley agreed but there is already an agreement to spend a considerable amount of money on the presentation and spending a little more to preserve it is not much. 

Mayor Cioppettini told Mrs. Hayden the Township Committee would get back to her on this matter.

RESOLUTIONS

Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-160 AUTHORZING PAYMENT OF BILLS by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Krieg so moved. Mr. Tolley seconded. Mr. Krieg asked that the Finance Committee approve those bills, and since one of the members is absent he would like to approve it based upon the approval. Mr. Mills said that Mayor Cioppettini can sign in the absence of the Finance Committee member.  There was no further discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members present voted to adopt.  This resolution is appended to the official minutes.
Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-161 AUTHORIZING REFUND OF STATE TAX APPEAL settlements by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Tolley so moved. Mr. Krieg seconded. There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members present voted to adopt. This resolution is appended to the official minutes. 

Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-162 AUTHORIZING REFUND OF TAX OVERPAYMENT by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Krieg so moved. Mr. Tolley seconded. There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members present voted to adopt. This resolution is appended to the official minutes. 

Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-163 AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT – SCHOOL BUS REPAIR by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Tolley so moved. Mr. Krieg seconded. Mayor Cioppettini noted that this to assist the K-8 system with vehicle repair.  There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members present voted to adopt. This resolution is appended to the official minutes. 

Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-164 AUTHORIZING THE TOWNSHIP OF MENDHAM TO ENTER INTOCOOPERATIVE PRICING AGREEMENT WITH THE CRANFORD POLICE COOPERATIVE PRICING SYSTEM by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Krieg so moved. Mr. Tolley seconded. Mayor Cioppettini noted that in order to purchase things as economically as possible the Township is reaching out to other cooperatives with better pricing. There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members present voted to adopt. This resolution is appended to the official minutes. 

Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-165 APPOINTING ROBERT SMITH ELECTRIC SUBCODE OFFICIAL AND BUILDING INSPECTOR by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Krieg so moved. Mr. Tolley seconded. Mrs. Carlson explained the State requires the appointment of an electrical subcode official to be a minimum of four years. The original resolution appointing Mr. Smith did not include the four year appointment and this resolution will do that. There was no discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members present voted to adopt. This resolution is appended to the official minutes.
Mayor Cioppettini read Resolution 2011-166 AUTHORIZING DISCUSSION WITHOUT THE PRESENCE OF THE PUBLIC, Matters Pertaining to Contracts – Public Works Union Contract, Lease Agreements; Personnel – Crossing Guard by title and called for a motion to adopt. Mr. Tolley so moved. Mr. Krieg seconded. Mr. Krieg asked that the discussion of lease agreements be held until the entire Committee is present. It was agreed that this would be put on the agenda for the next meeting. In addition, discussion of potential shared services and release of privileged and confidential information was added. There was no further discussion. Upon a call of the roll all members voted to adopt. This resolution is appended to the official minutes.
HEARING PERSONS PRESENT
Mayor Cioppettini opened this portion of the meeting.

Patricia Zimmerman, 3 West Main Street
Mrs. Zimmerman said she believed it would be to everyone’s advantage for the Township to send a representative to the mayors’ meetings to know what the other mayors are planning. The other mayors invited the Township to send any resident to sit in so that the Township is aware.

Mrs. Zimmerman said it is important that the Township get in on the ground floor on Brookside bridge planning to assure that the road is not straightened or the bridge widened. That would cause a problem with speed. Mr. Mountain noted that we are currently at that stage and the County will not move beyond that without the Township.

Pat Thompson, 6 Oak Knoll Road

Ms. Thompson questioned why Mendham is not participating with the other mayors. Mayor Cioppettini said that we are and he is the representative. Ms. Thompson said she read that the Mayor had attended a meeting with someone who was not acceptable and would not go to any other meetings. Mayor Cioppettini said he intends to attend all the meetings and will bring back any information to the Township.
Nick Monaghan, 20 West Main Street

Mr. Monaghan commented that the shared services discussion is good progress. Single stream recycling is great and he looks forward to continuing that with the Borough. He hoped that in this agreement the Township could use the Borough recycling center.  
Mr. Monaghan said it would be good if the audio system could be looked into; the sound is fuzzy. He also asked how much it would cost for the Township to record meetings on a digital server. Mr. Mountain said that there is interest on the Mendham TV Board to find money to support a digitized process; costs have come down. He said he is not as familiar of what it would cost to adapt this meeting room system to that process. But costs have come down and it would be wise to investigate it. Mr. Monaghan said that although TAG does a good job he feels that the Township should not rely on any outside organization to inform the public. Mayor Cioppettini said he will sit down with members of the Technology Committee to see if they can answer some of the questions and come up with a proposal.
Mr. Monaghan had some questions on the dog ordinance and suggested that the Committee look into some of the sections. Some of the language may be overly broad. Mr. Krieg said he received a complaint from a resident who walks on Township trails that dog owners do not remove dog waste along the trails. He reminded residents to be courteous and clean up after your pets when walking dogs in a public park.

Gail Mooney, 10 Summit Road

Ms. Mooney noted that if the TV station gets a server that will not facilitate taping of Township meetings. It will mean that it’s easier to program. The biggest problem is making sure the audio is fine. She suggested that that this be included in Comcast negotiations. Mr. Mountain said this is part of the negotiations.

With no one else to be heard this portion of the meeting was closed.
The Governing Body adjourned to closed session at 8:55 p.m. The Mayor announced it would last between forty and fifty minutes.
